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COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Students continue to build on their understanding of Reading Plus by applying the skills acquired in previous courses. The course combines rigorous instruction with engaging, interactive strategies and self-reflection to prepare students for academic success.  This course includes bellringers, vocabulary building, lessons, quizzes and participation.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:

CLASSROOM RULES

5. You will use appropriate and professional language. Absolutely no profanity.

6. Movement-ask 3 before me. Please wait for break in “lesson” to ask for restroom. Everyone is seated with notebook to not be counted as Tardy and after alarm before dismissal. Bell does not dismiss you. Teacher does.

7. Talking-NOT during warmup, reading or quiz/test. Always during a discussion or question and answer time.

8. No hats.

9. All seats will be assigned after the first week.
10. ALL passes have a Time limit of 10 min. No passes issued the 1st 10minutes of class or last ten.

11. NO THROWING of any object at ANY TIME. This includes paper.

12. No touching of another student, any time or anywhere.

Students are expected to be active participants in the learning process and uphold the academic integrity policy.  Students are also expected to maintain a certain level of behavior.
