Key Elements of Literature
1. Theme-big idea or message, sometimes the “why” of a passage
2. Plot-the ‘plan’ of a story-the “what happened” of a passage
3. Setting-the time and place (where and when)
4. Conflict-the disagreement or opposition to the main character of a story, the explanation of “how did this happen?”
5. Character-one of the individuals in a work of fiction, the “who”
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Point of view or POV-first person, “I”, 2nd person, “You”, or third person, “They” or “He/she”
